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Best practices in Zoology focus on the scientific, ethical, and practical study of animals, 

ensuring accuracy, sustainability, and respect for living organisms. These practices enhance 

learning, research quality, and conservation efforts. Zoological studies must follow ethical 

guidelines by minimizing harm and stress to animals. The use of alternatives such as models, 

simulations, and virtual dissections is encouraged instead of unnecessary animal sacrifice.
